IPP Prototype Client





The IPP Prototype Client provides much visibility into the creation of client requests and the display of server responses.  While this visibility is very important to the IPP developer, it can be overwhelming to the casual IPP user and is not meant to be an example of the typical commercial IPP client. 





The *User Interface allows the IPP developer to construct any valid IPP request.  All  requests are created in the same manner, enter a target URI at the top, highlight the desired IPP attributes in the middle and click the large green button to send the request.  The response is displayed in the bottom list box.  The Print/Validate tab is slightly different in that you must select at least one document or document URI to send.  While requests are constrained to comply with the IPP specification, IPP extensions (i.e. unknown value types) in the response will be displayed as text strings. 





The IPP Prototype Client is already being used internally and in interoperability testing with other companies.
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
